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2. The Bristol Urological Institute 
 

Bristol Urological Institute (BUI) was established in 1993 as a registered charity, we aim 
to: 

¶ Improve the urological treatment and care of patients in Bristol and the South West 

¶ Provide a high standard of undergraduate and postgraduate teaching 

¶ Support and develop urological research, with particular emphasis on urological 
cancers (of the prostate, bladder, kidney and testes) and the problems of urinary 
incontinence. 

 
 

 

What are Urological Cancers? 
Cancers found in the prostate gland, bladder, kidney and testes. 
 
Bladder cancer is the 4th most common cancer for men and the 10th most common cancer 
for woman. More than 10 300 people are diagnosed with bladder cancer each year and 
cause around 5000 deaths in the UK. Eight in 10 cases of bladder cancer occur in people 
over the age of 65. Bladder cancer survival rates are higher for patients diagnosed at a 
younger age. 
 
Kidney cancer is the tenth most common cause of cancer deaths in men and the thirteenth 
in women. 7,800 people were diagnosed with kidney cancer and like most cancers kidney 
cancer becomes more common as you get older.  Two-thirds of all kidney cancers occur in 
people over the age of 60.  Kidney cancer is also more common in men: 60% of cases and 
in men and only 40% in women. Slightly over half of all people diagnosed with kidney 
cancer will die from the disease.   
 
Testes- It accounts for one or two in 100 cancers in men and is the most treatable of 
cancers with 95 in 100 men making a full recovery after treatment. 
 
Prostate cancer is the most common cancer in men. In the UK 35,000 men are diagnosed 
with prostate cancer every year and causes over 10 000 deaths. 
 

 

 

What is the Prostate gland and where is it? 
 
Only men have a prostate gland. The prostate is about the size of a golf ball. It is in the 
pelvis, situated at the base of the bladder. The gland surrounds the tube (urethra) through 
which you pass urine. 
Many men are unaware of the symptoms of prostate cancer and are unaware that a 
diagnostic test exists. It is important to realise that any of these symptoms are also caused 
by problems which are nothing to do with prostate cancer. If you are concerned about any 
symptoms such as those described below, then you should visit your GP and discuss 
having a PSA Test. 
 
Possible symptoms: 
 

¶ A frequent need to pass urine at night-time 

¶ A need to rush to the toilet 
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¶ Difficulty in starting to pass urine and straining, or a long time to finish 

¶ A weak flow 

¶ A feeling that the bladder has not emptied 

¶ Pain on passing urine 
 

 
 
 
Men can be affected from the age of about 45 but this is rare. The risk of getting prostate 
cancer gets higher as men get older. Older men of African or African Caribbean origin are 
at particular risk of getting prostate cancer. Men who have had a close male blood relative, 
particularly a brother, diagnosed with it seem also to have an increased risk of getting it 
themselves.

5. Support needed   
 
With the help of Sarah from Sounds Commercial, we would like to invite other companies to 
join in and raise funds for the BUI: 
 
A Histo-Scanner 
Histoscanning is a new technology which utilises a 3D ultrasound complex image of the 
prostate, which will highlight the areas of tissue change and cancer. The information is sent 
to another computer to be analysed, and after 5 minutes a 3D map of the prostate is 
displayed showing the consultant the areas of tissue change and cancer, and exactly where 
it is and how much there is of it; the Histoscanning technology will potentially obviate the 
need for an invasive biopsy. 
 

In the future this could lead to focal therapies meaning more targeted treatments rather 
than a whole gland as is done currently. 
 

If a radical prostatectomy is needed then Histoscanning also has a role to play in nerve 
sparing surgery thus reducing the incidence of post operative complications such as erectile 
dysfunction and incontinence, both of which are distressing conditions. 
  
Actual costs £87,500 ï £20,500 has been raised a further £67,000 is needed 
 
 
The benefits to the patient 
 

At the moment if a man’s PSA level is high, the next stage is to have Digital Rectal 
Examination (DRE) which many men find very embarrassing and uncomfortable. After the 
DRE and his GP is still concerned a further test will be recommend which is called Trans –
Rectal Ultra Sound (TRUS) guided biopsy which will take place at hospital by an urologist. 
The biopsy involves taking 10 -15 small samples of tissue from the prostate gland, again 
very uncomfortable, high risk of infections and can be painful.  This procedure may have to 
be repeated several times. Imagine an orange, you think it has pips in; you use a needle to 
pierce through the skin trying to determine where you think they are… 
This is currently the standard method for identifying benign from malignant changes in the 
prostate.  
 
A Histoscanner will show the consultant exactly where the cancer is, the patient will not 
have a long wait for the results and go through many invasive biopsies. 
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Cell Search Circulating Tumor Cell Test (CTC Test) 
  
Circulating tumor cells (CTCs) are cancer cells that have broken away from an existing 
tumor and have entered into the bloodstream. The presence of these cells in blood can 
provide valuable insight into the progression of the disease. Clinical studies have shown 
that the monitoring and detection of CTCs can actually predict whether a patient’s 
prognosis is favourable or less favourable for those with certain metastatic cancers. The 
CTC Test is a simple blood test that captures, identifies, and counts CTCs. 
 
Support needed £150,000 
 
 
The benefits to the patient 
 

The test is so precise; it can detect as few as one CTC in a vial of blood. Using a 
predetermined cut-off number: 
 
5 CTCs for metastatic breast and prostate cancer 
  
3 CTCs for metastatic colorectal cancer—the test can predict whether a patient’s survival is 
favourable or less favourable. Clinical studies have shown that if the number of CTCs is 
below the cut-off, indications are that the prognosis is favourable 
If the number of CTCs in a sample is above the cut-off, indications are that the disease may 
be progressing; the consultant and the patient can decide together what action to take 
immediately. 
 
By using the CTC Test before you start treatment, as early as after the first cycle of 
treatment, and at each step of the way, your doctor can monitor and determine your 
prognosis at any point along your journey.
